
 

 
 

 

 
 

Instructions for boarding accommodation at MU dormitories  
for the 2024/2025 academic year – valid from September 1, 2024  

 
 

Check-in the accommodation is possible from the agreed start of accommodation according to the 
accommodation contract.

If the student does not check in within 5 days of the start of the reservation without a written excuse, 

the accommodation contract is terminated, and the booking deposit is forfeited. 

For all reservations, the accommodation fee is valid from the date of the agreed commencement 

of the accommodation contract. 

Accommodation contracts are signed electronically, date changes (later than the start 

of the reservation) are not possible. 



Acceptance of the signing of accommodation contracts by the accommodation provider will be 

carried out on September 1, 2024. 

Upon entering accommodation, the student is required to provide proof of identity (ID, passport), 
ISIC card, fill in and sign the registration card, complete the Electrical Device Application, take 
the form to take over the room, check the room, any defects and deficiencies in this form and return 
it to the person in charge of accommodation or reception. 
 
Bedding is not included in room amenities for hygiene reasons. Students can bring their own 
bedding or on arrival they can buy it at the dormitories, price 850 CZK (duvet, pillow, sheet, bed 
linen).
